While 18.2% of the respondents
are careful about saving electricity and water, only 1% of them carry their
own water bottles to help reduce waste, and 12.9% of them (¢ ) for the
environment.

It seems clear that awareness of environmental issues is high, which is
great. However, awareness alone is not enough to protect the environment.
Action is also needed.
