CHAPTER 2  The Power of Design

Chapter Summary

We are surrounded by examples of design in our daily lives, though we do not usually 

think about how things are designed. The simplest definition of design is a combination 

of shape, pattern, and color. Design can be much more complex and interesting than 

that, however. One important aspect of design is related to function. Good design makes 

things easier to use. There are also examples of design aimed at changing how people 

behave. In some cases, the idea is to encourage people to act in a way that is more 

efficient. Design can also affect society. If things are well-designed, this can sometimes 

improve public safety and make people feel better about the community in which they 

live.

Part Summary

Part 1

Product design is a combination of shape, pattern, and color. Good design makes 

products look more attractive. For example, umbrellas have the same function, but they 

come in a wide variety of shapes, patterns, and colors.

Part 2

Many items are not only attractive but also functional. For example, the function of 

a spout is to pour out the tea or hot water, but the spouts of Japanese teapots and 

coffee pots are attached at different places. For example, it’s attached at the top on the 

Japanese teapot, but at the bottom on the coffee pot. The function a product carries out 

often has an effect on its design.

Part 3

Design can have effects on human behavior. For example, when we walk on an ordinary 

crosswalk, we walk straight and often bump into each other. When we walk on the new 

diagonal crosswalk, on the other hand, we walk toward the right and do not bump into 

each other. This is an example of “persuasive design.”

Part 4

A new design can have a direct impact on society. In the 1980s, the crime rate in the 

subway system in New York City was extremely high. However, the introduction of new 

trains designed by Mr. Udagawa and Ms. Moeslinger made the subway system safer, and 

passenger satisfaction went up.
